En-
tering the U, S, Naval Academy, Annapo-
lis in June 1925, he became part of the
class of '29, Captain Watson had served
aboard battleships, cruisers, destroyers,
as an instructor at the Armed Forces
Staff College and at the Naval Ordnance
Test Laboratory before assuming com-
mand of the Tidewater May 1, 1953,
Captain Watson's new billet is Comman-
der of Destroyer Squadron 34.

He graduated from Annapolis
in 1930, Having served on carriers,
minelayers, cruisers, tankers, trans-
ports, as Ship's Superintendent at Mare
Island, California, as Gunnery Officer
onthe USS ENTERPRISE in 1943, with
the Bureau of Ordnance, he headed a
Naval Ordnance Group at the A-Bomb
test at Bikini in 1946, Captain Mott
served as Chief Staff Officer of Serv-
ice Force, SIXTH Fleet for two years
before assuming command of the Tide-
water on March 25, 1954,
