HISTORY OF THE UNITED STATES SHIP SEA OWL

USS SEA OWL was launched at the Portsmouth Naval Shipyard,
Portsmouth, New Hampshire on 7 May 1944 under the sponsorship
of Mrs. Thomas L. Gatch, wife of RADM Gatch, USN. The ship was
commissioned on 17 July of the same year and proceeded to the
Pacific to take part in the war against the Japanese. From her
base at Pearl Harbor, SEA OWL made three war patrols, in the
course of which she sank two destroyers, one supply submarine,
one patrol craft, and a four-masted schooner. In addition to
the destruction of enemy forces, SEA OWL rescued siX downed
flyers. - |

At the end of the War, the ship was assigned to the Atlantic
Fleet as a unit of Submarine Squadron SIX at Balboa, Canal Zone.
In October of 1949 SEA OWL reported to Submarine Squadron EIGHT
at New London, Connecticut and is still a part of the same
squadron. In 1951 SEA OWL was converted at Philadelphia Naval
Shipyard to a fleet snorkel class submarine, her present con-
figuration. The addition of a snorkel and more effective sonar
equipment greatly enhanced the ship's ability to remailn submerged
for longer periods with a minimum chance of detection and pro-
vided the detection capability to make her a highly effective
weapon for the present day primary duty of Anti-Submarine War-
fare. This past July, SEA OWL celebrated the 25th anniversary
of her commissioning and has had a total of 11,746 dives.
